Snippets of Recent Club Programs – Gary & David 
�
March 24, 2008. Bob Matheson, 
retired scientist after 47 years at NIST, 
presented an interesting program on 
the history of television from its 
inception in the early 50’s to the 
advent of HDTV and digital 
technology today. As of February 17th, 
2009, all televisions in the United 
States will be digital with no analog 
antennas. Without a digital box 
partially funded by the government, 
one third of Americans will lose 
television reception. 
How can this be? Bob proceeded to 
explain what led us to this point. 
Small black and white televisions 
were introduced after World War II, 

and Denver was the last big American city to get a TV station back in 1955. 
Soon there were color televisions, and steps had to be taken to receive this new 
technology. In the early 50’s, channels 2-13 were available in VHF. Soon UHF 
channels were available in 14-69. Some sets couldn’t receive these channels. 
Transistors were put in TV’s, and tubes were replaced. Then a new regulation 
came from the FCC requiring all televisions to receive UHF and VHF. A status 
quo period of 30-40 years came and went when the first attempts to develop 
high definition television were made by the Japanese in the mid-80’s. Their 
attempts failed, but the United States now began experimenting in digital 
compression in 1990. Computer chips helped with the development. The big 
problem that still existed was reflection on the screen. A ghost equalizer was 
needed. The Europeans resolved this issue. Today, Americans still buy 
televisions with the U.S. standard that do not have a dynamic equalizer. If you 
are on satellite or cable, this is not a problem. Remember to get your converter 
box before February of next year to be able to receive digital signals. Our $40 
certificates from the government must be used within ninety days of receiving 
them.  
 
March 31, 2008. Roy Edwards, CU golf coach, presented a program outlining 
everything from recruitment to training and travelling regimen of the CU golf 
program. Roy came to CU from coaching stints at Kansas and Vanderbilt 
Universities.   
Golf is a year round sport in Colorado. The fall season goes from August to 
November. The spring season starts in February and ends in May. Summer is 
practice time for athletes with much time spent training. During the season, the 
ten golfers on the team might spend as much as thirty-six hours training and on 
the course each week. This doesn’t count tournament time. Five golfers travel to 
a tournament which runs from Saturday to Tuesday. Typically, the first day is 
spent practicing on the course. On Monday, a golfer will play 36 holes. (Over) 
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Before heading back 
to school, 18 more 
holes are played on 
Tuesday. Team and 
individual scores are 
kept all season 
leading up to the Big 
12 Tournament. 

Roy stressed that in 
the recruiting process, 
he is looking for key 
characteristics in 
athletes: great golfer, 
team guy, coachable, 

wants to get better, interested in giving back to the 
community, and academics. Golfers can get partial 
scholarships and then prove themselves to be awarded 
more. The two seniors on the team this year are Jim Grady 
and Michael Baird. 
The question was asked where the team practices. Several 
courses in the area welcome them including Omni 
Interlocken, Boulder Country Club, Flatiron, Vista Ridge, 
and Lake Valley. The competition is keen within the team 
to determine who travels.
