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Snippets of Recent Club Programs – Bob Mohling 
April 7, 2008 -- Diane Magliolo, 
Intake Specialist/Evaluator with 
the Public Health Addiction 
Recovery Division, presented an 
interesting program on the 20th 
Judicial District Integrated 
Treatment Court. The mission of 
the court is to integrate substance 
abuse treatment, mental health 
treatment, intensive supervision, 
and substantial judicial oversight 
to promote public safety and 
individual responsibility, to 
reduce crime, and to improve the 
quality of life for participants 
and their families.  

    The court includes the Adult Criminal Court and Family Dependency 
and Neglect Court. Both voluntary programs are 15-18 months in 
duration. The goal of the former is to provide treatment opportunities in 
lieu of incarceration, reduce recidivism, and improve public safety. The 
latter’s goal is to improve reunification rates, reduce out-of-home 
placements, and expedite reunification. Both courts are a collaborative 
effort between the courts and many public offices that cut across all 
boundaries. The approach is working with high success rates in both 
courts, thereby saving Boulder County much money from previous years. 
   Diane invited our members to witness courtroom hearings in both 
Boulder and Longmont. More information is available at --
www.BoulderCountyHealth.org.   
 
April 14, 2008 -- Vicky Holdrige, a former English major from Vermont, 
presented a program on “Intercambio.” Intercambio is an innovative non-
profit organization based on learning, respect, community and cultural 
understanding stemming from ongoing face-to-face interactions. Each 
year in Boulder County, over 1,000 dedicated people participate as 
English learners and/or volunteer teachers. The goal of this organization 
is to build respectful communities and broaden opportunities for 
immigrants through language education, cultural exchange, and 
friendship. This is accomplished by low-cost English Classes taught by 
volunteers, Community Resource Education, and Intercultural Events.  
   The organization was founded in October 2000, originally in response 
to an expressed, critical need of Boulder’s Spanish-speaking Latinos to 
learn English so that they and their families can have the stability and 
support to lead successful lives. (Over) 
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In 2005 their doors 
were opened to serve 
all immigrants 
because more and 
more people were 
demanding the 
services. Intercambio 
now has students 
from all over the 
world including 
Nepal, Turkey, 
Korea, China, 
Vietnam and Russia. 
Our club could help 
by providing 
volunteers or by 
contributing 
financially (e.g.; 
$500 funds 5-6 
students in a class for 
one year). Our club members could also participate in 
their community-wide fundraising event called La Fiesta 
de Intercambio.

   The Foundation is the fund-raising arm of the Rocky 
Mountain District, approved by the IRS as a tax-
deductible 501(c)(3) organization.  As a member of the 
Foothills Kiwanis Club, you are automatically a 
member of the Kiwanis RMD Foundation.  
    In 1994, Kiwanians in our district entered into a 
partnership with the Denver Children’s Hospital to 
create the Kiwanis Pediatric Trauma Institute (KPTI). 
Subsequently adopted at a District convention, KPTI is 
a service project of the Rocky Mountain District. 
    Due to the Foundation’s 501(c)(3) IRS designation, 
all funds raised by our annual benefit golf tournament 
(less all our club’s event expenses) go tax-free to the 
Foundation. Then checks to the Denver Children’s 
Hospital and Boulder Mapleton Rehabilitation Center 
equivalent to these funds are then paid out by the 
Foundation.

    The Foundation has three endowments: The Rod 
Ellerbush Commitment to Children Memorial Fund, 
designated to support projects with a focus on children;
