A Colorado State Trooper and two members of the Garyl
Ranch Kiwanis Club presented an update on the &ditv25”
service project that our Foothills club supportsooper
Captain Ed Clark said $100 per month of our caurasce
costs are for drivers who are killed or injured hhiot
wearing seat belts. In 2007, 116 teenagers digaffic
accidents in Colorado, where 86 of these teens nare
wearing seat-belts. Since the “Alive at 25" pragraas
started in 1996, there has been a 75 percent redustdeaths
among 16 to 24-year-olds who participate in “Alate25”.
