July 14 – Jerry Gilland, Training dogs for 
special-needs people 
 
On July, 14, Foothills Kiwanis member Jerry 
Gilland gave a presentation about specialized 
service-dog training to assist their physically-
challenged owners.  Service dogs are trained to 
move a chair, open doors, pick up objects, help 
their owner to stand or sit, and fetch objects that 
are pointed to by their owner's laser-pen.  They 
also help their owners through companionship 
and social support.  Behavioral traits needed for a 
good service-dog are obedience, submissiveness, 
and  "returning instincts." 
 
Jerry trains a service-dog candidate from age 8 
weeks to 6 months, teaching the dog around 40 
basic commands.  When a service-dog owner match is found, Jerry charges to 
the owner only his cost of buying the dog ($1000-$1200), not for his training 
expenses. 
 
As part of Jerry's presentation, Todd Smith (who has cerebral palsy) talked 
about his service-dog "Trivia."  We all commend Jerry for his contributions 
through service-dog training!
