May 19, 2008 – Jan Hawley, Project 
Coordinator for Flatirons Habitat for 
Humanity in Boulder and Broomfield 
counties, spoke to our club about the 
process by which needy families are 
able to buy affordable housing in our 
community, and the status of the 
Flatirons H for H “Harmony Havens“  
housing project being completed in 
north Boulder.  Eligible families and 
individuals must be in the 25-49 
percent Average Median Income 
range, have a demonstrated housing 
need, be a legal U.S. resident for at least 2 years, be willing to 
partner with H for H for contributing 225 hours of “sweat 
equity”, and be in the Boulder Valley or Broomfield school 
districts..  They must also attend home owner workshops, make 
a down-payment of at least $500, and repay a 0-percent 
mortgage on a timely basis.  Flatirons H for H currently holds 
44 low-income family mortgages in the Boulder/Broomfield 
areas.  The first completed Harmony Havens home will be 
ready for occupancy this month.  Overall, Habitat for Humanity 
is now in 93 countries with 30 supporting affiliates, and is 
responsible for building nearly 1 million homes world-wide.   
 
Many citizens in the Boulder area need housing help that you 
can help make possible through volunteering for Habitat for 
Humanity projects.
