President Lefferdink 
called the meeting to order at 7:00 a.m.  
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT: President Lefferdink, 
Treasurer Girard, Brown, Gilland, Matheson, Peterson, Roger 
VISITORS PRESENT:  Mohling, Person, Hassler 
MINUTES:   May Board minutes were not available for 
review due to Hubbard’s vacation absence from the meeting.  
TREASURER’S REPORT: Girard reviewed his May club 
financial report.  He noted that our project account is low 
($873.53) since we’ve had to pay for the June 12 golf benefit 
expenses.  The planned June payout for our $1000 student 
scholarship award and other golf expenses will be temporarily 
paid out of our General Account ($11,356.01) until we get 
back funds from the RMD Foundation for our golf tourney.  
The Treasurer’s report was accepted as presented by Girard.  
SECRETARY’S REPORT:  (Dennis Hubbard absent) 
OLD BUSINESS:  
·  Membership changes -- JK Kalkhorst and Mike Regan have 
resigned from Foothills Kiwanis.  Also, Donovan Martin has 
been removed from the Foothills membership role due to his 
absence from club meetings and lapse of club dues as per a 
letter to him sent by President Lefferdink.  The membership 
application for Diane Magliolo submitted on June 2 was 
forwarded to President Lefferdink and the Board by Kerry. 

·  Foothills Kiwanis survey discussion by Board members – 
Various view were given on our tradition of singing “My 
Country tis’ of Thee”, reciting the Pledge, and saying an 
invocation at the start of our meetings.  There is concern by 
President Lefferdink and the Board about the number of 
members who don’t participate in club events and fundraisers.  
President Lefferdink read survey feedback form Mary 
Schweitzer about our considering having “dual presidents” to 
share the job similar to the Foothills Golden Nuggets club.

·  Rocky Mountain District/Division 11 Council Report – Few 
club presidents attended the recent Council meeting.  There is 
general concern that Division 11 has had the largest decline in 
club membership of any Division in the Rocky Mountain 
District.  There is concern about the possible increase of club 
dues that may be passed during the August RMD Convention. 

·  President Lefferdink expressed concern about the lack of a 
candidate for our 2008-2009 Foothills President.  Mohling 
proposed forming a nominating committee to help find a 
2008-2009 Foothills president and Board members.  This 
proposal was accepted by the Board, and Rogers, Mohling, 
Lefferdink, and (hopefully) McGehan volunteered to be on 
this committee.

·  Mohling will follow up with David Petrick about our Bolder 
Boulder “Starting Line” fundraiser for which 18 Foothills 
members and friends volunteered.

returning veterans.  This proposal was accepted by the Board. 

·  Visitor Kerry Hassler proposed the Foothills Kiwanis make a 
donation to pay expenses for the “Wool Project” that helps 
women infected with HIV/AIDS in Kenya that was talked 
about during our June 2 meeting by Lily Glairon.  The Board 
approved, and $50 donation will be mailed to Lily by Girard. 

 
Snippets of Recent Club Programs 
 

June 2, 2008 Lilly Glairon spoke 
about her “Wool Project” created to 
help women with AIDS in Kenya by 
providing them with a spinning-
wheel and loom to make wool items 
to sell.  This Bat Mitzvah project 
came about through her mother’s 
chance meeting of Kenyan Karambu 
Ringera on a plane and at the World 
Alliance Conference in Boulder.  
Karambu is founder of International 
Peace Initiatives, a non-profit 
organization that tries to inspire people in Kenya to become 
self sufficient through education and micro-economic projects.  
IPI will sell the wool items made by Kenya women, and the 
profits will pay back the cost of the spinning-wheel and loom.  
This project has received support from the Schacht Spindle 
company in Boulder who trained Lilly how to assemble, use, 
and pack it for shipping.  Lily is collecting yarn donations as 
part of this project.  She and her family will complete the Wool 
Project by going on a 4-week trip to Kenya to show women 
how to use the spinning-wheel and loom.  We hope to have 
Lilly speak at a Foothills club meeting after she returns in July. 

June 9, 2008 Foothills Kiwanis 
member Kerry Hassler spoke about his 
visit to the northeast Indian state of 
Nagaland from April 10-17, 2008 to do 
another of his non-profit “Good 
Samaritan Technologies” projects that 
help missionaries, churches, and faith-
based organizations.  He created a 
website for the “Miqlat-Nagaland 
Women’s Center” in Dimapur while 
there by working with Director Asha 
Sanchu, a Naga woman raised and educated in the capital city 
of Kohima. This website will be used to publicize her 
Women’s Center programs that help Naga women needing 
shelter from abusive spouses, who are pregnant without 
parental support, need a source of alternative income to escape 
prostitution, and need personal and/or family counseling.  
Kerry also talked about the geography, history, and culture of 
this unique country-state where English is spoken by all Naga 
people and 90 percent are Christian.  He showed photos taken 
in Dimapur and Kohima that are rare since foreigners must 
receive special permission to enter. Kerry’s upcoming high-
tech non-profit consulting projects will assist missionaries in 
Nicaragua, Chiang Mai, and Prague, as well as to implement a 
computer training center for unemployed young Bulgarians.
